Parents,

Studies show that a child’s reading level often declines on an average of 3 months during the
summer. This means that they lose 3 months of their reading growth every summer, so they could
have a two year reading gap with their peers by the time they reach middle school. Studies do show

that if children read during the summer they can maintain their level of reading skills.

So, please encourage your child to read this summer. Some things you could do to help are:
* Give them material that motivates them to read — comic books, or whatever they are interested
in is fine — let them decide what to read
e Support them as they read — help them as needed
* Read aloud to them as you do daily chores, sightsee or vacation
* Give them easy reading so they can be relaxed and get absorbed in the book
* Enjoy books together
e Try to make it a habit to read some every day
